Developed within Work Package 5 of ProCleanLakes and funded by the European 
Union’s Horizon Miss-2023-Ocean-01-04 programme, the platform is built on a 
modern, modular architecture (React frontend, Flask/NestJS back-end, 
PostgreSQL/MySQL databases). 

Key features include: 

• Account management & secure role-based access 
• Interactive training modules & curated resources (case studies, best practices, 

water-quality data) 
• Integrated scheduling for one-on-one coaching sessions 
• Community blog, notifications, and public access to selected coaching cases 

This baseline platform already supports stakeholder engagement, trainers’ content 

delivery, and personalized coaching. It is now entering the piloting and validation 
phase across ProCleanLakes partner networks.
